Did you know that 82% of families start attending church because mom decided it was 

important?1  Fortune 500 companies have discovered what church leaders need to understand: moms 

are evangelists. As one Unilever executive put it, “If you want the fastest, smartest, and most efficient 

method for spreading a message, start with the moms.” 

Mothers shape the faith of the next generation. But despite this incredible opportunity, churches often 

fall short in supporting them.

Many mothers feel overlooked and pull away from the church. But it doesn’t have to be this way. By 

intentionally investing in the moms of your congregation, you’re not just supporting women—you’re 

activating your most powerful evangelism strategy.

Barna research 2 reveals a significant gap between what moms need and what churches provide: 

• Nearly one in four Christian moms is dissatisfied with their church.

• 47% of moms say, “My church never provides me with materials specifically intended to help

support me as a mother.”

• Just 20% of mothers feel safe enough to share their weaknesses in their church community—

whether Christian or not.
